Dear Athletic Director/Cross Country Coach:

CONGRATULATIONS! !  Welcome to the 34th Annual running of the Doug Conley Tempe Cross Country Invitational which is bringing together the best 20 men’s and women’s teams in the state and the top 7 individuals.  Based on weekly rank beginning in September.

A great deal of planning, effort and expense have gone into this meet in order that it may be a truly first class event.  All Arizona Interscholastic Association rules for championship cross country meets will be followed.

The community Services Department of the City of Tempe has established a permanent course for the Doug Conley Invitational.  Without our city’s contribution to this project it would be nearly impossible.

Upon arrival at the course you should check in at the tables in the finish chute area.  At this time:

1. Verify your entry score sheet that was faxed (480-736-4146) back from your original packet.

2. Entries must also be made on the Direct Athletics website (www.directathlectics.com) by 10:00 pm, September 27, 2006- no late entries.

3. Milliseconds’ Timing Transponder Instructions:

This race will be timed using a timing transponder, commonly called “the chip”.  Please follow these simple instructions carefully.  Not wearing the transponder properly may prevent you from being timed.

· Transponders are non-transferable!! Be careful not to switch with friends, teammates, family, etc.

· Wrap the ankle bracelet around your ankles before starting the race, and wear the ankle bracelets around your ankles all times during the race.

· Make sure you cross the timing points at the start, intervals, and finish of the race.

· Return the ankle bracelets to a volunteer in the chute (corral) after you cross the finish line.

· YOU WILL BE CHARGED A $75.00 REPLACEMENT FEE IF YOU DO NOT RETURN YOUR TIMING TRANSPONDER.
4. In the envelope you pick up you will find racing numbers with your runners names.  Changes can be made during check-in.

DOUG CONLEY CROSS COUNTRY FINISH CHUTE

SCORING PROCEDURE 

2006

As the runner crosses the finish line the timer records his/her time.

There will be a close finish judge at the finish line to call out any close finishes.

There will be two chute sorters at the end of the V chute to ensure the runners enter the narrow portion of the chute in the correct order as determined by the close finish judge.

As the runners enter the neck of the funnel they are handed a card with the place number printed boldly on the face of the card.

The chute inspector-teller keeps the runners moving rapidly through the chute to avoid jam-ups and guards against any passing in the chute.

Return the ankle bracelets to a volunteer in the chute (corral) after you cross the finish line.

The runner hands the card to a scorer seated at a desk which has his school name displayed on the front.

When all seven (7) team place cards are in, Sean McDonald, will pick up the score sheet.

The top five (5) non-varsity runners will be scored.

Copies are distributed at the awards area.

Awards area is shown on the course map.
