VARSITY FORMAT: Scored according to the fastest cumulative team time. To be
eligible for the team championship, a team must have seven
runners.

NOVICE AND JR/SR: Two races, one for the freshman and sophomore runners only and

the other for the junior and senior runners.

The Varsity meet will be run in four separate flights. Flight one will have runners 7 and 6, flight
two will have runners 5 and 4, flight three will have runners 3 and 2, and flight four will have each
team’s #1 runner. Each boys’ and girls’ race will run concurrently. Any non-finishers will be
given a time of 59 minutes for team scoring purposes.

Varsity Races: Medals will be awarded to the top ten finishers in each level. A team
championship and runner-up trophy will also be given.
